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The numbers 5 and 7 refer to 5 and 7 stroke rolls.  Unmarked rolls should be played assuming 
sixteen note skeletal rhythm or players own choice.
Except where marked play on the head of the drum.

Note to player:  play as much of the etude as you can.  Focus on producing an even sound as well as 
playing correct rhythms.
